Introduction: In today's second reading Paul questions why we judge one another, since
we all stand before the judgment of God. Yet we do sin against one another, and Jesus'
challenge that we forgive seventy-seven times reveals God's boundless mercy. When we
hear the words of forgiveness in worship and sign ourselves with the cross, we are renewed
in baptism to be signs of reconciliation in the world.

Realizing that their father was dead, Joseph's brothers said, "What if Joseph still
bears a grudge against us and pays us back in full for all the wrong that we did to
him?" S0 they approached Joseph, saying, "Your father gave this instruction
before he died, 1"'Say to Joseph: | beg you, forgive the crime of your brothers and
the wrong they did in harming you.' Now therefore please forgive the crime of the
servants of the God of your father." Joseph wept when they spoke to him. Then
his brothers also wept, fell down before him, and said, "We are here as your slaves."
19But Joseph said to them, "Do not be afraid! Am | in the place of God? 2°Even
though you intended to do harm to me, God intended it for good, in order to preserve
a numerous people, as he is doing today. 2!So have no fear; I myself will provide for
