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Welcome to St. Mark's!  Thursday in holy week commemorates the supper Jesus 
shared with his disciples before his crucifixion, when he washed his disciples' 
feet and instituted the Sacrament of Holy Communion.  At the conclusion of our 
time together we will “strip” the nave of all paraments and appointments.  This 
ancient practice is a vivid and dramatic way of showing the desolation and 
abandonment of Jesus before he journeyed to the cross.

for you the beginning of months; it shall be the first month of the year for 
you. 3Tell the whole congregation of Israel that on the tenth of this month they are 
to take a lamb for each family, a lamb for each household. 4If a household is too 
small for a whole lamb, it shall join its closest neighbor in obtaining one; the lamb 
shall be divided in proportion to the number of people who eat of it.

10You shall let none of it remain until the morning; anything that remains 
until the morning you shall burn.11This is how you shall eat it: your loins girded, 
your sandals on your feet, and your staff in your hand; and you shall eat it 
hurriedly. It is the passover of the LORD. 12For I will pass through the land of 
Egypt that night, and I will strike down every firstborn in the land of Egypt, both 
human beings and animals; on all the gods of Egypt I will execute judgments: I am 
the LORD. 13The blood shall be a sign for you on the houses where you live: when 
I see the blood, I will pass over you, and no plague shall destroy you when I strike 
the land of Egypt.
